From 1820 onwards, Caspar David Friedrich saw his ideas fully realised through the Nordic landscape. It also inspired him to create
his "Time of Day Cycle", which represents a cycle of life in which the viewer can discern childhood, youth, maturity and the serenity of
old age.

In the second part of the cycle, Caspar David Friedrich depicted a sandy path surrounded by heath and shrubbery that leads the
viewer to distant dark woods. In the meadows, a hiker strides towards a pine grove while a second hiker approaches the viewer along
the path.

During
three firing processes, with temperatures up to 1360°C, they created porcelain images of incomparable colour brilliance. Each of the
999 copies is individually numbered by hand and framed in a sophisticated gold-plated solid wood frame.
