All of them are part of his estate at the Ada and Emil Nolde Foundation in
Seebull.

The motifs of those sculptures are a central theme that characterises his art: the human being. His interest was the reproduction of
the character underneath the surface and the essential qualities of the persons depicted. It gives me great pleasure that with this
sculpture, reproduced in excellent quality, another facet of Nolde's work is becoming known to a select public."
