It was an extremely eventful time in which the "Two Horses" were created: Franz Marc met August Macke in 1910, and on New
Year's Day 1911, he met Gabriele Munter, Marianne Werefkin and Wassily Kandinsky for the first time - through Alexej Jawlensky.
Thus, within a short time, the members of one of the most important groups of artists of the 20th century had been assembled. In
December 1911, the "Blaue Reiter" was founded, and Kandinsky later said about the name: "We both loved blue, Marc - horses, and |
- equestrian. That's how the name arose naturally".
