Ottmar Hörl's art is that of serial reproduction. He staged the guardian angels twice in 2009: in the Holy Cross Church in Munich,
which was being renovated at the time, and in Grötzenhain. They should "only be called on when all other mechanisms which are
available to us as sensible individuals have failed", he comments on his work.
